As seen from the front, set up the freezer or appliance with the
freezing compartment on the left. These appliances are
equipped with a side-wall heater on the right hand side to
prevent condensation forming.

Information on moving the SBS combination:
Q Before assembly, set the appliances up as close as possible

to the final location.

The appliances must be accessible on all sides for correct
installation.

O When moving the appliances after installation, always take
hold from the front outer corners. Never press your knee
against the side walls or door.

» If necessary: Level out the appliance by laying a spirit level
on the top of the appliance.

The cover can swing out upwards.

The base trims are decorative and will not affect the function-
ality of the appliances.
